i. Case REZ26-05: Request of Rooted Counseling Center, PLLC to rezone 2721 

North Harrison Street from R-4C Single-Family and Two-Family Central 
Residential District to C-T Commercial Transitional Zoning District. [Ward 7] 
 
Staff presented an overview of the rezoning request. The site is currently a 
single-family home. The purpose of rezoning to C-T Commercial Transitional 
District is to open a psychology counseling office in the existing structure and 
install signage for the proposed business. The applicant is proposing a Zoning 
Map Amendment because their plan exceeds the regulations for home-based 
businesses. 
 
Staff recommended Case REZ26-05 be forwarded to the City Council with a 
recommendation for approval subject to the listed findings and conditions. 



 
Findings: 

1. The zoning map amendment is consistent with the Davenport +2035 
Land Use Plan, which identifies the property as Residential General 
and Urban Corridor. 

2. The proposed zoning map amendment to C-T Commercial Transitional 
District is compatible with the zoning of nearby property. 

3. The request maintains compatibility with the established 
neighborhood character. 

4. The proposed zoning map amendment promotes the public health, 
safety, and welfare of the City. 

5. The proposed map amendment creates minor nonconformities. 
 
The petitioner, Jim Estes, was in attendance to answer questions, outline 
improvements to the property, and discuss the operation of the business. 
 
Commissioners inquired about minor nonconformities created by the 
rezoning request.  
 
Motion by Schilling, second by Hepner, to approve staff recommendation in 
Case REZ26-05. Motion to approve was unanimous by roll call vote (9-0).

Case F26-08: Request of 53rd Luxury LLC for a Final Plat of Speer Commercial Park 3rd 
Addition. The 5-lot subdivision is located at 1777 East 53rd Street, on 28.3 acres. [Ward 8] 
 
Recommendation: 
Staff recommends the Plan and Zoning Commission accept the listed findings and forward Case 
F26-08 to the City Council with a recommendation for approval subject to the listed conditions: 
 
Findings: 

1. The final plat conforms to the comprehensive plan Davenport +2035. 
2. The final plat prepares the area for future development. 
3. The final plat (with conditions recommended by City Staff) will achieve consistency with 

subdivision requirements. 

 
Conditions: 

1. That the surveyor signs the plat. 
2. That the utility providers sign the plat when their easement needs have been met.  
3. Add the following note to the plat: "The property is zoned C-3 General Commercial 

District and is subject to the conditions established by Ordinance No. 2023-436." 
4. Add the following note to the plat: "Development of the platted area shall be in 

compliance with the approved Special Use Permit on file with the City of Davenport." 
5. Provide the City with Maintenance and Repair Agreements for all shared access drives 

and storm sewer infrastructure. 
6. Dedication and acceptance of the sanitary sewer infrastructure shall be completed prior 

to recording of the final plat. 
7. Include final wetland delineation extents on the final plat. 

 
 
Background: 
The subject property consists of approximately 28.30 acres located south of East 53rd Street 
and west of Eastern Avenue. The western portion of the site is the Audi, Volkswagen, and 
Mercedes-Benz automobile dealerships. The eastern portion of the property is currently under 
development as a new automotive dealership campus that will accommodate Kia, Hyundai, and 
Lexus. 
 
The final plat creates five commercial lots ranging in size from approximately 3.47 acres to 
10.87 acres. Access is provided from East 53rd Street and Eastern Avenue through a system of 
shared access drives and easements. The plat establishes the lot configuration necessary to 
support the existing and planned dealership operations while providing for shared access, 
utilities, drainage facilities, and stormwater management infrastructure. 



 
Zoning: 
The property is zoned C-3 General Commercial District. This zoning district is intended to 
accommodate higher-intensity commercial development within the City of Davenport that 
serves both local and regional markets. The C-3 District addresses medium and large-scale 
development that may generate considerable traffic and typically requires significant off-street 
parking. Higher density residential uses are also allowed to facilitate a mixed-use orientation 
where appropriate. 
 
The property is subject to the conditions established by Ordinance No. 2023-436. The following 
conditions shall apply to all lots within this plat: 

1. A traffic study shall be required prior to approval of any development. Any traffic safety 
measures installed as a result of the development of the subject property shall be 
installed at the developer's expense. 

2. A buffer yard shall be established commensurate with the depth of the established 
buffer yard to the west of the subject property along the north property line of the 
Stone Gate development. 

3. With any non-residential use development south of the northern boundary of the Stone 
Gate development extended, a fifty-foot buffer yard shall be established as required by 
code. Any multifamily development shall provide buffer yards as required by code. 

4. The buffer yard shall be landscaped with a density commensurate to the established 
buffer yard to the west of the subject property. If the minimum landscaping required by 
code is installed, a certificate of occupancy may be granted via performance bond for 
the remaining landscaping which must be installed within the next growing season. 

5. Lighting shall consist of LED Dark Sky compliant fixtures not higher than thirty-five feet. 
The level of lighting shall be reduced to a level necessary to provide security lighting 
only within one half-hour after of the close of business. 

6. Routine use of PA systems or similar devices outside of buildings on the property shall 
not be permitted. 

7. Car washes on the property shall not be located closer than one-hundred twenty-five 
feet from residential districts, and operate only when the dealership is open for 
business. 

8. Billboards shall be prohibited. 
9. In addition to ancillary Auto Dealer uses granted in the C-3 district by Special Use, only 

C-3 uses which are allowed in the C-T Commercial Transitional Zoning District are 
permitted south of the northern boundary of the Stone Gate development extended. 

 
Special Use Permit: 
Development of the platted area shall be in compliance with the approved Special Use Permit 
on file with the City of Davenport.  The Zoning Board of Adjustment approved Case SU25-03 at 
its March 13, 2025 meeting, subject to the following conditions: 

1. The extent of submitted Site Plan with the March 2025 application shall be binding; any 
changes deemed a modification shall be subject to Special Uses §17.14.50; 

2. Prior to occupancy full site plan review shall be approved through the E-Plan system; 
3. The use of flags/pennants/tinsel/balloons shall be prohibited; 
4. All conditions of REZ23-03 Council Ordinance 2023-436 shall remain in full force and 



effect, including the location of the car wash facility at least 125’ from residential zoning 
districts, and the stipulated buffer yard along the south property line, billboard 
prohibition, and Dark Sky complainant light fixtures; and 

5. Should complaints arise due to non-compliance of conditions a rehearing of the Special 
Use shall be scheduled per Davenport Municipal Code specifications for Board of 
Adjustment; and 

6. Should the ownership no longer be affiliated with a franchised auto dealership, the 
Special Use shall be reviewed regarding this change by the Zoning Board of Adjustment. 

 
Comprehensive Plan: 
Within Existing Urban Service Area: Yes 
Within Urban Service Area 2035: Yes 
 
Future Land Use Designation: 
The subject property is designated Commercial Corridor on the western approximately 17.7 
acres and Residential General on the eastern approximately 10.6 acres of the Davenport +2035 
Future Land Use Map. 

1. Commercial Corridor: Well-established corridors located along high-volume major 
streets dominated by retail and office uses that serve the greater community. 
Development is generally newer and redevelopment is not anticipated within the 20 year 
planning horizon. Improvements should focus on façade and site improvements, 
including pedestrian circulation systems and consolidated/updated signage 

2. Residential General: Designates neighborhoods that are mostly residential but 
include, or are within one-half mile (walking distance) of scattered neighborhood-
compatible commercial services, as well as other neighborhood uses like schools, 
churches, corner stores, etc. generally oriented along Urban Corridors (UC). 
Neighborhoods are typically designated as a whole. Existing neighborhoods are 
anticipated to maintain their existing characteristics in terms of land use mix and 
density, with the exception along edges and transition areas, where higher intensity may 
be considered. 

 
Relevant Goals to be considered in this Case: Strengthen the Existing Built Environment. 
The proposed Final Plat complies with the Davenport +2035 proposed land use section. 
 
Technical Review: 

1. Zoning: The proposed five-lot subdivision complies with the bulk dimensional standards 
of the C-3 General Commercial District. The plat establishes lots of sufficient size to 
accommodate the existing Audi, Volkswagen, and Mercedes-Benz dealerships, as well as 
the Kia, Hyundai, and Lexus dealerships currently under construction. Staff have 
reviewed the development plan and subdivision plat for conformance with the rezoning 
conditions in Ordinance No. 2023-436 and the Special Use Permit on file. 

2. Streets: The property maintains frontage along East 53rd Street and Eastern Avenue. 
Vehicular access is provided through existing driveway connections and an internal 
private circulation system. The final plat establishes a 26-foot access easement to 
facilitate shared vehicular access between the proposed lots, promoting coordinated site 



circulation while minimizing the need for additional access points along the adjacent 
arterial roadways. As part of the overall redevelopment, the developer has submitted 
plans for the installation of a traffic signal at the intersection of East 53rd Street and 
Spring Street. The proposed signal is currently under review by City staff and will be 
installed at the developer's sole expense. 

3. Stormwater: The final plat establishes the necessary stormwater management 
infrastructure through the dedication of a Stormwater Management Area Easement and 
associated drainage easements. Existing stormwater facilities were approved as part of 
the overall site development and are designed to accommodate the subdivision as 
proposed. No additional public stormwater improvements are required with approval of 
the final plat. However, the plat shall be revised to include the final wetland delineation 
extents. 

4. Sewer System: The property is served by existing public sanitary sewer infrastructure 
located within East 53rd Street and the Hanlin's Creek corridor. Due to the proposed lot 
configuration, the existing sanitary sewer serving the development is required to be 
dedicated to the City as public infrastructure. City staff are coordinating with the 
developer to verify that the installed sewer improvements conform to City standards and 
are eligible for public acceptance. Dedication and acceptance of the sanitary sewer 
infrastructure shall be completed prior to recording of the final plat. 

5. Other Utilities: City staff and utility providers have reviewed the Final Plat and find it 
generally consistent with the requirements of the Davenport Subdivision Ordinance. 

6. Parks/Open Space: The proposed subdivision will not impact parks or designated open 
space areas. 

 
Public Input: 
Public notification is not required for a Final Plat.

Case F26-09: Request of Eric and Venus Logsdon for a Final Plat of Logsdon First Addition. The 
3-lot subdivision is located at 1709 Wisconsin Avenue, on 4 acres. [Ward 1] 
 
Recommendation: 
Staff recommends the Plan and Zoning Commission accept the listed findings and forward Case 
F26-09 to the City Council with a recommendation for approval subject to the listed conditions: 
 
Findings: 

1. The final plat conforms to the comprehensive plan Davenport +2035. 
2. The final plat prepares the area for future development. 
3. The final plat (with conditions recommended by City Staff) will achieve consistency with 

subdivision requirements. 

 
Conditions: 

1. That the surveyor signs the plat. 
2. That the utility providers sign the plat when their easement needs have been met.  
3. The final plat shall be revised to dedicate a strip of land along the western property 

boundary as public right-of-way, in a width sufficient to align with the existing right-of-
way boundary at 1551 Wisconsin Avenue, as determined by the City Engineer. 

4. The final plat shall be revised to depict and dedicate a drainage easement along Crystal 
Creek that includes a minimum fifty-foot (50’) buffer on both sides of the stream, in 
accordance with Section 13.34.070. of the Davenport Municipal Code. 

5. Add a note stating "No stormwater detention or water quality treatment will be required 
with this subdivision, but may be required upon further development." 

 
 
Background: 
The subject property is located at 1709 Wisconsin Avenue and contains approximately 4.0 
acres. The property was formerly occupied by Sovereign Grace Baptist Church. The petitioners, 
Eric and Venus Logsdon, purchased the property in 2024 and subsequently converted the 
former church building into a single-family residence. 
 
The property is zoned R-1 Single-Family Residential District and is surrounded primarily by low-
density residential development and undeveloped land. 
 
The purpose of the subdivision is to create two additional residential lots to the south and east 
of the existing residence. The proposed Final Plat, Logsdon First Addition, would divide the 
property into three residential lots. Proposed Lot 1 contains approximately 0.46 acres and 
includes the existing residence. Lot 2 contains approximately 1.12 acres and Lot 3 contains 



approximately 2.14 acres. Access to Lots 2 and 3 is proposed via a shared private drive 
extending east from Wisconsin Avenue. 
 
The plat identifies utility easements, ingress/egress easements, building setback lines, and 
development limitations associated with Crystal Creek, which is located along the southern 
portion of the property. 
 
Zoning: 
The property is zoned R-1 Single-Family Residential District. This zoning district is 
intended to accommodate the lowest-density single-family neighborhoods within the City of 
Davenport, exhibiting a predominantly semi-suburban development pattern of large lots and 
generous yards. 
 
Comprehensive Plan: 
Within Existing Urban Service Area: Yes 
Within Urban Service Area 2035: Yes 
 
Future Land Use Designation: 
The Davenport +2035 Future Land Use Map identifies the property as Residential General. 

1. Residential General: Designates neighborhoods that are mostly residential but 
include, or are within one-half mile (walking distance) of scattered neighborhood-
compatible commercial services, as well as other neighborhood uses like schools, 
churches, corner stores, etc. generally oriented along Urban Corridors (UC). 
Neighborhoods are typically designated as a whole. Existing neighborhoods are 
anticipated to maintain their existing characteristics in terms of land use mix and 
density, with the exception along edges and transition areas, where higher intensity may 
be considered. 

 
Relevant Goals to be considered in this Case: Strengthen the Existing Built Environment. 
The proposed Final Plat complies with the Davenport +2035 proposed land use section. 
 
Technical Review: 

1. Zoning: The proposed Final Plat complies with the dimensional requirements of the R-1 
Single-Family Residential District. The lots exceed minimum lot area requirements and 
provide adequate frontage and building envelopes for future residential development. 

2. Streets: Each lot within the subdivision will have frontage along Wisconsin Avenue. 
Access to the lots will be provided via a shared private driveway located within a 30-foot 
ingress/egress easement encompassing the existing driveway and parking area. The 
applicant has indicated that subdivision covenants will include provisions governing 
shared access, maintenance responsibilities, and the long-term upkeep of the private 
drive. Staff is requesting the dedication of approximately 10 feet of land along the 
western property boundary as public right-of-way to align with the adjacent right-of-way 
boundary at 1551 Wisconsin Avenue. 

3. Stormwater: No site improvements are proposed as part of this subdivision. Stormwater 
detention and water quality treatment measures will be required at the time of future 
site development, in accordance with City standards. 



4. Sewer System: Municipal Code Section 13.12.010 requires any occupied structure within 
200-feet of a public sewer to connect to that system. A 12-inch public sanitary sewer 
main is located on the subject property, east of Crystal Creek, and is available to serve 
Lots 2 and 3. An additional 8-inch public sanitary sewer main is located within the 
Wisconsin Avenue right-of-way west of the site and provides further access to the public 
sanitary sewer system. 

5. Floodplain: There is no FEMA mapped floodplain on the property. However, Crystal 
Creek traverses the southern portion of the site. The plat identifies the top of creek 
bank, a 50-foot buffer area, and a disturbance/building line intended to limit impacts to 
the creek corridor and guide future development away from environmentally sensitive 
areas. 

6. Other Utilities: City staff and utility providers have reviewed the Final Plat and find it 
generally consistent with the requirements of the Davenport Subdivision Ordinance. 

7. Parks/Open Space: The proposed subdivision will not impact parks or designated open 
space areas. 

 
Public Input: 
Public notification is not required for a Final Plat.
